OTHER UPDATES:

Since bringing on the new property management company, we've been actively
working on several projects and updates to improve our community.

>>> YARD MAINTENANCE: We've hired WD Yards, who have already begun spring startup
preparations and recently completed a thorough leaf cleanup throughout the neighborhood.
Working together we will be compiling a long-term lawncare plan, that helps our community
improve our current landscaping, as well as plan for future needs and improvements.
